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Among legal conceptions, special attention is
drawn to the conception of the outstanding Ger-
man scientist of the twentieth century, philoso-
pher and sociologist, Jurgen Habermas, author of
the theory of communicative action. According
to Jurgen Habermas, the law is based on the
principle of discourse, which means that it
should be the sphere of communicative reason.

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One of the most important tasks of the modern
rule-of-law state is developing a high-level le-
gal culture of Russian citizens.
